Our speaker for the 13 June picnic will

be Captain Andrew Rowles, who was

deployed to Mosul, Iraq in 2004 with

the 3" Bde, 2" IN Div from Fort Lewis

(the Army’s first Stryker Brigade Com-

bat Team). He was recalled to active
duty in 2006, trained as a Civil Affairs Officer, and de-
ployed to Mosul to work for the State Department with
a Provincial Reconstruction Team.

He worked in the Governance Section to engage local
Iraqi elected leaders to improve the delivery of mu-
nicipal services. He saw the leaders' legitimacy in-
crease, services improve, and the insurgency de-
crease. He will present the profound cultural differ-
ences that separate the Western and Muslim worlds,
how it changed his life, and how his appreciation for
civilization based on individual liberty, free enterprise,
and rational discourse has evolved. He will focus on
how the politics of the two societies are outgrowths of
the cultures. He is an invigorating and informative
speaker whose next assignment will be even more
challenging — ask him about it!

McDermott's 7" District staff said they will let
me know if he signs the discharge petition to get the
SBP/DIC out of committee onto the House floor for a
vote. | have received no call.

We couldn’t catch up with Rep. McMorris Rodgers,
but she has signed the SBP/DIC discharge petition.

Senator Cantwell’s staffer assured us they would ad-
vise her of our concerns.

Rep. Hastings, 4h District, Legislative Director’'s re-
sponse to giving the Guard and Reserves who have
deployed since 9/11 credit towards retirement was
“not sure,” on the 0.5% additional pay raise was
“probably yes,” and unsure about the rest but wanted
us to know “he is basically supportive of working with
the Military.”

Barbara Wunderlich is one of those unusual officers who melded an Army career with
one in the Civil Service, and is now reaping the benefits of both. She grew up in Spo-

/s kane and was sworn in as a 2LT at the U.S. Embassy in Lon-
/&;9 don in July 1969. After attending officer basic training at Ft.

McClellan, Alabama, and Supply Officer Basic Training, she
served as Admin Officer and Survival Assistance Officer at
Ft. Lee, Virginia. She then left active duty for a couple years
while taking business courses at EWU, then returned to ac-
tive duty in the Spring of 1972, attending the AG Advanced
Course at Ft. Benjamin Harrison. That Fall, she served as a
USAR Tech, working for the Civil Service in Indianapolis,
followed by reserve assignments as an Aide-de-Camp to two Major Generals and as
Recruiting Officer for the states of Indiana and Michigan. In the Fall of 1978, she be-
gan civil service work in Navy Education in Spokane and then returned to active duty
in July 1980 and spent the next nine years in the Active Guard/Reserve program. Her
first assignment was as Company Grade Officer in St. Louis, Missouri, followed by
Operations Research Systems Analysis Officer at Army Recruiting Command, Ft.
Sheridan, lllinois. This was followed by yet another stint as a Navy Educational Spe-
cialist, this time at Naval Training Center, Great Lakes, lllinois. In 1992, Barbara re-
tired from the Civil Service and returned to Spokane. By October 1997, she had ac-
quired 28 years of service toward her Army retirement.
